Shelter PartnershipOsecent work includes the completion of an 18-month effort to develop the
Homeless Older Adults Strategic Plan for Los Angeles County that received local press
attention. Amongst the myriad of findings, the Plan identified that nightly there are 3,000 to
4,000 homeless older adults nightly in Los Angeles County and this population is one of the
fastest growing amongst the homeless. More than 60% have a disability and permanent,
affordable supportive housing would resolve the homelessness of the vast majority of these
individuals. Shelter PartnershipOsResource Bank has secured more than $150 million in new
donated goods for free distribution, and in 2007 the Project distributed $11 million in products to
217 agencies serving the homeless and poor.
